A Word:  “… Jesus said “Truly I tell you, this poor widow has 
put more into the treasury than all the others.  They gave out 
of their wealth; but she, out of her poverty, put in everything”
     Mark 12: 43,44 
And a Thought: 
She put in everything! The others gave knowing they had 
kept back enough to get on with their living – without having 
to stretch themselves beyond what they had to keep living 
comfortably.
